FINDINGS OF FACT

Petitioner (CARES # [ is 2 resident of Dane County, Wisconsin.
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2. Petitioner has a minor son (CE; 4 months old).
3. Petitioner and her minor son live in a Community Based Residential Facility [“CBRF”].
DISCUSSION

A parent is eligible for a CTS benefit for a child only if the parent resides with the child. Wis. Stat. §§
49.141(1)(b) & (c); and, 49.775(1)(a) & (b) and (2)intro. (2013-14); SSI Caretaker Supplement (CTS)
Handbook (August 2010) ["CTS Handbook"], 3.1.9. Further, a custodial parent is eligible for a CTS
benefit only if the custodial parent is a recipient of Supplement Security Income [“SSI”’] or a recipient of
State SSI (or both). Wis. Stat. § 49.775(2)(a) (2013-14); CTS Handbook, 3.1.4. If a dependent child has
2 custodial parents each custodial parent must get SSI or State SSI (or both). Wis. Stat. § 49.775(2)(b)
(2013-14); CTS Handbook, 3.1.2. & 3.1.9. Eligibility for Social Security Disability Insurance [“SSDI”]
does not qualify a parent as a CTS parent. CTS Handbook 3.1.4.

In addition to all of the above, recipients of CTS, both parents and children, must reside in a qualified
living arrangement. The following are CTS qualified arrangements:

Independent home, apartment or mobile home;

Shelter for battered woman/ domestic abuse;

Homeless;

Hospital, short term,;

Section 202/236 housing.
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Wis. Stat. §§ 49.775(2)(c) and 49.19(1)(a)2.a. (2013-14); CTS Handbook 3.1.7.

In this case, petitioner is not eligible for CTS because she and her son do not live in a qualified living
arrangement -- they live in a CBRF.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

For the reasons discussed above, petitioner is not eligible for CTS for her son.

ORDERED

That the petition for review herein be and the same is hereby DISMISSED.

REQUEST FOR A REHEARING

You may request a rehearing if you think this decision is based on a serious mistake in the facts or the law
or if you have found new evidence that would change the decision. Your request must be received
within 20 days after the date of this decision. Late requests cannot be granted.

Send your request for rehearing in writing to the Division of Hearings and Appeals, 5005 University
Avenue, Suite 201, Madison, WI 53705-5400 and to those identified in this decision as "PARTIES IN
INTEREST." Your rehearing request must explain what mistake the Administrative Law Judge made and
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why it is important or you must describe your new evidence and explain why you did not have it at your
first hearing. If your request does not explain these things, it will be denied.

The process for requesting a rehearing may be found at Wis. Stat. § 227.49. A copy of the statutes may
be found online or at your local library or courthouse.

APPEAL TO COURT

You may also appeal this decision to Circuit Court in the county where you live. Appeals must be filed
with the Court and served either personally or by certified mail on the Secretary of the Department of
Health Services, 1 West Wilson Street, Room 651, Madison, Wisconsin 53703, and on those identified in
this decision as “PARTIES IN INTEREST” no more than 30 days after the date of this decision or 30
days after a denial of a timely rehearing (if you request one).

The process for Circuit Court Appeals may be found at Wis. Stat. §§ 227.52 and 227.53. A copy of the

statutes may be found online or at your local library or courthouse.
