Petitioner filed a hearing request with the Division of Hearings and Appeals on December 14, 2014 to
contest the discontinuance of his FoodShare for failing to meet Able-Bodied Adult without Dependent
(ABAWD) work requirements. A hearing was held on January 22, 2015 and a decision issued in
February, 2015. The decision was that the agency has not met its burden to show it correctly sanctioned
Petitioner for failing to report to a Food Stamp Education and Training Program (FSET) appointment and
the January 1, 2015 case closure was reversed and Petitioner’s FoodShare reinstated.
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The agency requested a rehearing, that request was granted and the agency was asked to provide a written
summary as to how FSET testimony can prove that Petitioner received the notice or notices involved here
that he has already testified that he did not get. The agency subsequently informed the Division of
Hearings and Appeals that it could not demonstrate that Petitioner received the notices involved. This
means that the original hearing decision remains unchanged.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

That there is no new evidence sufficient to overturn the original decision in this case.
THEREFORE, it is ORDERED
That the original order, remanding this case to the county agency with instructions to take the

administrative steps necessary to reverse the January 1, 2015 closure of Petitioner’s FoodShare case for
failing to meet ADAWD work requirements, remains in effect.

APPEAL TO COURT

You may also appeal this decision to Circuit Court in the county where you live. Appeals must be filed
with the Court and served either personally or by certified mail on the Secretary of the Department of
Health Services, 1 West Wilson Street, Room 651, Madison, Wisconsin 53703, and on those identified in
this decision as “PARTIES IN INTEREST” no more than 30 days after the date of this decision or 30
days after a denial of a timely rehearing (if you request one).
